He receives money from the Financial Secretary 

and issues receipts for such. Keeps track of funds in the Council's accounts.  

 Lecturer: Provides educational materials to members about their faith.  

 Advocate: Should be familiar with the laws of the Council and "Roberts Rules of Or-

der".  

 Warden: Responsible for maintaining and supervising all Council property. Oversees 

inside and outside guards.  

 Inside/Outside Guards: Attend doors of Council chambers, check membership cards.  

 Trustees: Supervise Council financial business, serve as auditors for semi annual audit, 

and oversee work of the Financial Secretary and Treasurer.  

 This are basic thumbnail descriptions of each position. If you have a question don't 

hesitate to contact one of the current officer. Our Council needs each of you to seri-

ously think about how you might be able to make our Council better and stronger.
